Thu 24 May- Morning departure from Usaquen station Km 15,to Zipaquirá Km 57 (Salt Cathedral tour 

is included).  Bus to Cajica for lunch. Depart from Cajica on charter steam train to return to Usaquen  

train station. Overnight in Bogota (B/L). 
 

Fri 25 May- Tour of Gold Museum and farewell lunch.
